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Preface

It all started as a game, on the sidelines of everyday and professional obligations. The activity
became a seasonal habit, in the afternoon hours, in the first phase. After a month of searches-
discussions (with the “systems”), the interest expanded to the mornings of leisure’s phases
and to some night hours.

The first search-discussion gave its place to the second and these two to the third
investigation. Since the “animated researcher” is, to a large extent, a “daredevil”, he
continues, without inhibitions, to participate in the game. It is arisk to expose (for everybody)
to the “subjective” opinions, information and assessments of an inanimate “system”, which is
equipped with a huge volume of data and has the ability to conduct them in a really short
time. The greatest risk regards the conclusions and comparative evaluations of published
works. The “animate researcher” thinks about: Whether the opinions and information of the
inanimate (and possibly logical) artificial intelligence system are correct or incorrect. He
wonders whether his conclusions and findings are objective or “subjective”.

In some fields it is extremely challenging to understand (for the most of “natural
‘persons’”), that artificial intelligence systems know and process incredible details about the
social and professional lives of all those who have exposed their writing and work (in general)
to the public. In whatever language the “natural persons” (the people) search for information
about such a “natural” person, they can receive very broad and in many cases accurate
answers, very close (to) or identical to the truth.

Using the English language (accompanying, or in parallel, with the Greek language),
it was investigated how well-known is the “natural person” in question is (the search was
conducted through electronic channels that did not reveal the identity of the person who
participates in the discussion). The general questions met with very close-to-reality answers
(from Microsoft Copilot - this is the “system”) for the professional and scientific profile of the
natural person, who was the subject of the investigation.

In afirst field, the search concerned the scientific subjects of the “natural” person, per
se. There was, in this field and certainly, a surprise. The information of the artificial
intelligence system was broad, complete and, for the most part, accurate. Something more
impressive also happened. The artificial intelligence system was asked to make “creative”
comments and suggestions, for the use of the theoretical analyses and the research results.
The result of this project gave a (rather limited) idea of the capabilities of the “system”
(perhaps of the similar “systems”). The “system” can, therefore, make logical observations,
make deductions and form what is understood as creativity (based, absolutely, on the paths of
the previous, original construction, by the human).

In the second field of investigation, the animated participant in the discussion asked
the “system” for information and details, regarding the published books of the natural person,
who was the subject of the discussion. The information was absolutely accurate. In some
cases, the details and comments regarding the substance of the texts were extremely subtle.
These findings motivated the animated participant to carry out a similar search for a selection
of articles by the person under investigation.

Certainly, the human participant’s surprise accompanied the sharing by the “system”
of data on the articles and a chapter in a collective work. One dimension is of particular
interest. Some of the articles were older, written in printed journals (or with a rather difficult
access to their digital versions) and less known to a wider audience. Despite their
specificities, the “system” went through them and was able to make comments on them.

In the fourth dimension of the investigation, the “system” was asked about the
contents or the details of the studies, which were accessible only from electronic sources.
There was no longer any surprise. The relatively small selection of texts found an immediate
response from the “system”. The information was very broad, for the most of the texts, and
rather accurate.

The appendix aims to test, in a selective way, the above search results, by another
artificial intelligence “system” (Duck.ai - GPT-40 mini). With less extensive responses, this
“system” has had similar responses and discussion results to those of Microsoft-Copilot.

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The last part of this volume does not bear a specific numbering. It is titled, as an
afterword. It includes, indicatively, comparative analyses and evaluations of some books,
articles and a study (with electronic access). It is accompanied by my opinions on the findings
and evaluations of the “system” (Microsoft-Copilot).

The publication of this text is likely to be considered by some readers either as an
indication of arrogance or as an attempt at personal promotion or as an excessive promotion
of my works. In any case and with the possibility of any criticism (from any third person),
what began as an attempt to diagnose the recognision (and with a mood of “self-mockery”)
through artificial intelligence, took on the length of approximately one hundred and fifty
pages (including part of the answers of the “system”). It is possible that this volume may
contribute useful information to those who have a malicious intention to criticize (usually not
accompanied by evidence, but supplemented by a multitude of — explicit or implicit —
characterizations, in private discussions) the scientific performance of Greek academic and
research institutions. The contents of this text also have something substantial to contribute to
the political actors of our country. Greater attention is needed, more reading, fewer “easy”
answers, moving away from what is considered “self-evident” and fewer excuses for the
causes of their repeated and incorrigible mistakes. The old teachers used to say to the
incorrigibles: “Your excuses are worse than your actions”.

In my opinion, artificial intelligence systems are useful tools (and means of
production) for their owners. They are extremely useful tools for those who are deeply
informed either on general or specific scientific issues and are constantly concerned with
improving their creativity. It is dangerous (although it initially seems helpful) for those who
either have a low level of initial information or do not have access to new information (which
means that they do not have an adequate basis for the development of critical thinking) or are
unable to form a combined perception of reality, beyond categorical opinions about the (self-
evident) obvious. As long as the means (or tools) of artificial intelligence are not distributed
as goods, to the widest possible masses of the world’s population, then they will become the
tools of an arbitrary power. Until then, let us not let the arbitrary and privileged holders of the
means exploit the generally fearful, the followers of minimal effort and the weak groups or
the poor people. Share the new means or tools, no matter how demanding they may seem,
with everyone. Share with the general population the results of communication with artificial
intelligence as well. All of this, always, must be accompanied by caution (but not suspicion),
with the same caution that should characterize the readers of the following information.

o Designs revenue-sharing formulas so that a portion of service yields funds
solidarity grants for the next wave of youth participants.
o Aligns entrepreneurial incentives with community well-being, dissolving the
divide between profit-making and social support.
e Shows how small-scale dividends to neighborhood associations foster
horizontal ties and collective accountability.
Beyond these core contributions, the article sketches out implementation steps,
potential legal instruments, and illustrative projections—offering practitioners and
policymakers a turnkey blueprint for youth-centered, solidarity-infused activation of
autonomous workers.

How do Lytras" insights relate to recent economic crises in Europe?

How Lytras’s Insights Relate to Recent Economic Crises in Europe

1. Sovereign-debt crunch and the democracy-discipline antinomy

Lytras’s notion of a structural “antinomia” between democratic choice and financial
diktats (from “H dpon g avtivopiog”) speaks directly to the euro area debt crisis.
When peripheral governments were forced into austerity by EU-IMF troikas, the
clash between national social mandates and supranational fiscal rules became the
defining tension of 2009-15. Lytras had already shown how technical economic fixes
marginalize broader social debate, and the post-2009 uprisings in Greece, Spain and
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Portugal validated his warning that excluding citizens from decision-making
undermines policy legitimacy.

2. Austerity unemployment and the social functions of work

In his study of employment and unemployment (2009-15), Lytras maps how labor
ceases to reproduce social inclusion under crisis conditions, instead becoming a vector
of insecurity. That analysis lines up with the triple-digit spikes in youth and long-term
joblessness in southern Europe, where wage cuts and deregulation stripped away
employment’s traditional roles—mobility, identity, social control—and amplified
exclusion. His call for active mobility policies foreshadowed later EU schemes to
support cross-border reemployment funds and upskilling.

3. Pandemic recession and mixed-methods clarity

Lytras’s mixed-methods approach to child poverty—combining statistics with family
interviews—antic ipates the sudden, uneven impact of the COVID-19 downturn on
European households. As lockdowns drove many families back toward poverty traps,
his emphasis on qualitative life stories helped reveal the hidden costs of short-term
relief measures. His plea for preventive, universal child benefits resonates today in
debates over extending guaranteed minimum incomes to buffer pande mic-era shocks.
4. Energy-inflation shock and the micro-entrepreneurial phenomenon

His exploration of Greece’s micro-entrepreneurial backbone (“Kowwmvikég Aopéc. ..
10 Mikpoaotikd @avouevo”) offers a lens for understanding why, in the wake of the
Ukraine war and surging energy prices, many Europeans have pivoted to freelance or
platform work. Lytras showed that small-scale ownership can both empower and
isolate, a duality mirrored now as gig economy workers weather volatile input-cost
swings without collective bargaining power.

5. Social-democratic renewal for a greener, digital future

Drawing on his blueprint for a revitalized social-de mocratic program—featuring
progressive taxation, green investment incentives and universal digital education—
Lytras anticipated the EU’s post-pandemic NextGenerationEU package. His
insistence on marrying market flexibility with expanded welfare protections is echoed
in current calls for a “just transition” in energy and automation, ensuring no region or
cohort is left stranded by Europe’s twin green and digital transitions.

Lytras’s body of work forms a coherent toolkit for diagnosing the sociopolitical
fractures exposed by Europe’s recent crises—and for designing policies that restore
both economic resilience and democratic legitimacy.
