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The Realities and the Future of Labor Autonomy in Greek Society
Estimations and Proposals during the ongoing Crisis

Abstract

The basic characteristic of Greek society is the dynamic role of work autonomy during the last
sixty five years. This role did not disturb and, in contrary, contributed to the continuous
economic improvement of the country. Greece was and still is the richest country in Balkan
Peninsula. The society has achieved improvements in all the areas of social, economic and
political life, during the last forty years. After 90s the majority of wage earners is the most
remarkable event in employment. The economic crisis of 2007-8 destroyed the previous
“serenity”. The obvious phenomenon was the arithmetical and proportional reduction of
employees and therefore the “explosive” unemployment. The less obvious event was the
significant proportional increase of own-account workers, despite the minor arithmetical
reduction of own-account workers and employers. This analysis uses the current realities of
Greek society to evaluate the properties of Greek capitalism. Then the study tries a proposition
of a thorough intervention, which reconstructs the elements of labor autonomy. The
reconstruction is based on the newest evolutions in the division of labor worldwide. The
suitable solution could contribute to the fast recovery of Greek society. We should think on the

usefulness of the proposal for every society.

Keywords: economic crisis, Greek society, labor autonomy, petty bourgeoisie

The problem (2009-2014)

After the explosion of the global economic crisis (2007-8), the immature events of
Greek crisis of public debt (2009) and the imposition of memoranda (2010), which have as a
target the treating of the fiscal inconsistencies, deliver some discussable results. After five
years of repeated efforts these results are strange. We can glean some of the indications. The
public debt is still enormous (in much larger percentage of GDP than in pre-crisis period). A
number of the biggest private companies (banks, industries, and insurance or retailing
companies) with personnel have closed or moved abroad. The smaller or the very small
enterprises are declined and therefore their personnel are, significantly, reduced. The own-
account workers have been slightly declined too. Despite the arithmetical reduction, their

analogy in employment has been increased! After crisis, the public employment steadily
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declined and therefore the state, as the only major and single employer for the high skilled
workers, has stopped its contribution to the employment’s environment. The employees,
during the aforementioned period, have indicated the absolute reduction in both numbers and
proportions in employment. The unemployment rate of over 27% (in 2014) is the strong
evidence of the collapse of capitalism. This spasm gives us the opportunity for the discussion
on the limits of the current conditions and the prospects of the society. The following

elaboration participates as a political analysis within the debate of sociological theory.

The purpose of the study

The study is going to evaluate, in sort, the contemporary Greek society and its
structure. The main argument of the analysis is that the implementation of memoranda, during
the crucial period (2009-2014), contributed to ineffective interventions in the environment of
employment. The indices show both the enormous unemployment and the restriction of small
entrepreneurship. In our approach the restriction of small entrepreneurship (along with the
reduction of public structures and employment) creates the problem of explosive
unemployment. Additionally these problems are made more serious, since the own-account
workers cannot afford the circumstances of the heavy taxation and reduction of consumption.
The discussion of the current phase after the economic crisis and the continuous social
problems is the prelude for approaching the more suitable choices in the Greek society. These
choices, in my opinion, are expressed on the enhancement of work autonomy, by the proper
modifications of both the institutional and the economical factors of the Greek capitalism. The
proposal displays a kind of work flexibility, which could be easily implemented in the
concrete society. The potential of implementation gives time and space for the gradual renewal
of the older formations, while the new formations are going to transform the society. The
proposal is a thorough solution for the economic and social effectiveness, the steady wealth’s

increase, the payment of the public debt, and the country’s sovereignty (fiscal and political).

The work autonomy: Classical perceptions and modem approaches

According to A. Smith’ approach labor autonomy is a present, but secondary
characteristic event of the capitalist economy. In his analysis the price of goods is always
broken down into: the wage, the profit of capital, and the ground rent. These are the primary
sources of any income or any secondary income. He recognizes three groups, depending on
the type of their income. The workers receive income in the form of wage, the holders of the
stock from profits and the landlords from ground rent. He suggests that there are two groups of
people, whose income is complex. The bigger 2group (the smaller is the lenders) is represented
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by the autonomous workers. A. Smith distinguishes two main categories of autonomous
workers within capitalism: the farmers and the craftsmen. The farmers and the craftsmen are
autonomous producers, who are partly entrepreneurs and partly wage laborers. The same
individual represents the roles both of the productive subjects, the entrepreneur and the
workman. They have to use their own small capital and exploit their own labor, attempting to
employ this capital.

It is not the main focus of classical Marxism the reference to the smaller industrialists
or the small producers in agriculture and the entrepreneurs in services and retail, since the
capitalists, namely the owners of capital and the working class are the basic classes of
capitalist society. Nevertheless, there are the analyses of the peculiar economic situation for
autonomous workers. The characteristic figures of independent producers or autonomous
workers are the farmer and the handicraftsman. They on the one hand look like capitalists, as
owners of the means of production and on the other as the workers of themselves. So, the
autonomous worker “pays himself, in the surplus-value, the tribute that labour owes to
capital”. With their peculiar economic and social status, they compose a third social group, the
“petite (or petty) bourgeoisie”, which participates in class structure of capitalism. The
prognosis of their final collapse degrades the significance of the existence of autonomous
workers and “petty bourgeoisie”.

M. Weber has given limited theoretically positions about the structure of capitalist
society. There is, however, a notable description which is referred to the structure of classes
that meet either the positive or the negative exercise of the privilege of doing business. In
upper class and privileged part are the industrialists, the merchants, the landowners-
businessmen, the bankers, the brokers, the professionals with high qualifications arising from
education and the employees based on monopoly of a particular skill. The lower and
underprivileged class includes skilled, semi-skilled and unskilled workers. The interim class of
this classification is sorted to farmers, artisans, some independent professionals and some
employees.

According to W. Sombart’ approach the entrepreneurs of his time are the owners of
large enterprises, which are very well organized with the instrument of a strong and relatively
autonomous bureaucracy. Nevertheless, there are as side presence the small or medium
entrepreneurs as residues of stronger past figures, but not as representatives of the dominant
figure of the “bourgeois”.

C. Wright Mills has built his analysis of the “new middle class” mnitially on the great
declining of the old middle class, namely the class of autonomous producers and workers
(farmers, craftsmen, small merchants etc.). The old middle class, in the American case, has

been declined under the pressure of the crisis of 1929-1930. After the above evolution the
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social structure is still consisted by three classes. In the place of the old middle class, the new
middle class which is composed by the vertical hierarchy of clerical employees. Definitely, the
domination of fordism-taylorism, as the modern model of productive and labor organization, is
the strong background for the C. Wright Mills’ approach.

A similar argument for the composition of the new middle class, but more radical, is
expressed by N. Poulantzas. The alternative term, namely the “new petite (or petty)
bourgeoisie”, comes from the peculiar analysis of structural Marxism, in which the
economical, political and ideological relationships have, simultaneously, equal impact on the
definition of social structure and classes. The non-manual workers, as agents of non-
productive work are mainly the members of the “new petite (or petty) bourgeoisie” and
reproduce the ideological subset of the traditional petty bourgeoisie.

Something very interesting has happen during 70s. The model of fordism-taylorism
has showed a clear fatigue and a new procedure gives, partly, many different instances of the
coming general change. The overcoming of fordism, from 70s, has reconstructed, in stages,
the division of labor. The innovative attempt in the factory of Volvo in Kalmar had proceeded
to the redesign of the line of production and the appearance of a new kind of working
collaboration, namely the working group or team (Williams 1995, Cohen and Bailey 1997,
Kulwiec 2001, Bedwell et al 2010). The working teams, self-directed in some degree, have
disclosed the virtues of semi-autonomy and their potential for the improvement of
productivity, therefore for the increase of profits too (Sandberg 2007).

The changes in Toyota have created during the late 70s the most known
transformations in the contemporary industrial production (Ohno 1991). The several
innovations have made the production leaner, the specializations on the working floor fewer,
and the middle managers focused on the controls of the procedures. The virtues and the
achievements of the Toyota model became something like a myth. The realities of that myth
are going to be better known after the establishment of a new company in the USA.

The new company is the result of entrepreneurial collaboration between General
Motors (GM) and Toyota (NUMMI). The above company has disclosed, that many of the
Toyota’s achievements were based on the virtues of working groups or teams, the fewer
specializations on the working floor (only three from the about two hundreds in the typical
American factories), and the function of managers as coordinators (Holden 1986). The
production is characterized by all the innovations of post-fordism era (the kanban system, the
andon system, the kaizen system etc.). During the evolution of the procedure the hierarchy of
middle management is degraded, significantly. The notification of the new trend is going to
change the working environment. The technology is an asset for every ambitious holder of

knowhow, but its potential needs money to demonstrate its abilities.
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The new investments come from the substantial reduction of the compensations of
work. The enterprises buy then only the working time and reduce their long term
commitments with the physical agent at any post of job. The jobs symbolically represent only
the working time which is going to be fulfilled by people in the several statuses in
employment and the new flexible schemes of labor (Daskalakis 2013, pp. 605 et seq). The
whole combination permits the function of work as a pure commodity and the laborers from
the different statuses and schemes compete, each to other, to find or keep a job and
compensation (sometimes awage and sometimes an income of the own-account worker).

The end of the exclusivity of wage status is, in that moment, clear. The new profits are
the final results. The same procedure and evolution has taken a new height in the services of
new era. The commuting technologies permit the extension of the already strong networks
(Castells 2010, pp. 166-168, 172-180) with the national and international networking of the
working groups. The teleworkers broaden their autonomy, during the working time, are self-
directed, and work, in the most cases, from a (or a long) distance by the bases of companies. In
many instances of the aforementioned cases the workers are typically employees (wage-
earners), and in some instances (as freelancers or “e-lancers™) are own-account workers
(Malone and Laubacher 1998), but in both situations they are more productive, effective, and
autonomous (Nilles 1996, Eurofound" 2010, WorldatWork 2009, 2011, RW3 Culture Wizard
2010, 2012). The new larger status of autonomous or semi-autonomous workers, namely the
own-account workers is more obvious. The status of semi-autonomous employees is, in my
opinion, a contradictory situation, because the autonomy (of every degree) co-exists with the
institutional and economic dependency. Practically, the role of the employees and the own-
accountworkers is expressed as the absolutely same functional autonomy.

E.O. Wright percepts, in the general level, the ongoing process of change within
capitalist society and generates a new concept, namely the “contradictory class location”. He
invents, between the classes of social structure, three precarious groups. The contradictory
class location of managers and supervisors is located between capitalists and working class.
Between the working class and the traditional petty bourgeoisie the social structure includes
the contradictory class location of semi-autonomous workers. The contradictory class location
of small employers is located between the capitalists and the traditional petty bourgeoisie. In
fact the new conceptualization adds with two more social groups, beside to the traditional
petty bourgeoisie, the existing social structure. The two new social groups have some kind of
relation with the work autonomy. The semi-autonomous workers are coming from the wage

labor, but they have a degree of autonomy within the work process. The small employers are

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definitely autonomous producers, with many similarities to the members of petty bourgeoisie,
but they are employers of a small number of employees too. From a social structure with three
classes (one class is described as autonomous) the concrete analysis produces a social
structure with six social groups (three classes and three “contradictory class locations”).
Between them the half of the number of social groups has as a characteristic the work
autonomy. This is a remarkable adaptation within the class theory of the recent realities in
employment! We have to keep our attention on this adaptability of social analysis for the new
phenomena.

Despite the possible comments on the last aforementioned analytical integrals of the
concrete explanation and conceptualization, the theoretical attention has turned definitely to
the reality of autonomy in both wage-laborers and independent professionals (either small
employers or autonomous producers and free-lancers). The major challenge of nowadays’
society is the collective decision for the next claim on labor statuses. We understand clearly
that the agents of capital have chosen the broadened work flexibility through the combination
of the inventive new (flexible and insecure) schemes of wage-labor and the work autonomy
(the free-lancers of the new era). The thorough solution for the agents of labor is not the total
rejection of capital’s choice, but the projection of work autonomy as a counterweight to the
other schemes and models of insecure work flexibility. This is a choice of work-independency
against the work dependency.

The diversities and the similarities of capitalism

The debates on the diversities of capitalism and the cases of different peripheries of
capitalism could launch some useful further discussions. On the one hand some aspects of the
model of world system could found verifications on the phenomena of small properties and the
lower analogy of wage labor in Greek society in comparison to other societies. In some cases
the employment data are comparable, but the level of prosperity under the relevant
circumstances is extremely different. Greece, according to the Human Development Index,
was in 22nd position (UNDP 2010, p. 148), in 2010. Mexico was in 56th and Brazil in 73th
position (both are countries of G20), in 2010 and the majority of their population lives in
difficult or unacceptable conditions (UNDP ibid, p. 144). On the other hand the similarities of
Mediterranean countries on the cases of the owning of private houses and the bigger analogy
of own-account workers or the role of family within the production are accompanied with the
diversities on the general level of employment and the whole dynamic of production and

economy.

According to my view the Greek and Korean instances belong in the few exceptions
of the different pattern of the initial conditions, the orbit of statuses in employment, and the
trends to employment’s or social polarization [Lytras 2016b, p. 135 (Chapter 2.6, Graph
2.6.2)]. The typical model regards the affluent and pioneer countries, which are big national
economies, with many tenths of millions of population and labor force. They originally
represent the social formations of fordism (even after its overcoming) and are characterized by
the intense polarization between the, by far, vast majority of employees and the extremely
small minority of wealthy employers (according the ILO, ILOSTAT they are: 2.1% in
Australia 4.3% in France, 4.7% in Germany, 2.5% in UK, 2.2% in Japan and 3.8% in
Netherlands in 2013).

In these paradigms the own-account workers represent an,

the group of employers. The group of contributing family workers is an insignificant status in

employment. The employment structure in the advanced societies is suitable for the classical

welfare state and the full-controlled populations in whole the stages of their lives. The

regularities of the welfare state or society (Aspalter 2001, Esping-Andersen 1990) are now
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under a long-time crisis, mighty disputes, and continuous revision. The poorer people, the
unemployed persons, the homeless, the low-paid wage-earners, as the part-timers, and the
flexible workers live difficult lives, or even unacceptable social conditions in the center of the
centers of luxury (U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 2013, DeNavas-Walt
et al 2013, pp. 13, 33). But the luxury and the high life style “belong” to the local elites, who
are of course the employers, their families, the members of top management, the speculators
and some stranger celebrities. There is definitely the famous “middle class”, a phantom of the
contemporary affluent societies, after the overcoming of the older type of hierarchy in the
entrepreneurial bureaucracy. The description of middle class in some of the pioneer countries
of capitalistic development is the “objective” result of the self-definition, during official
opinion polls, of the population and its subjective “aspirations” for the future income and the
desirable standard of living. Nevertheless, the analytical comments negate all the dimensions
of the above definition of middle class. An analogous commentary finally notes:
“Unfortunately, not all families are able to afford the sort of expenditures that we lay out in
this report. Even those families that can afford a middle class lifestyle must make regular
sacrifices and may be one unexpected event away from disaster” (U.S. Department Of
Commerce and Office of the Vice President of the United States 2010, p. 26). We can
understand that the “middle class” there is only in the unfulfilled aspirations of the people,
who declare that they prefer the concrete status. The somehow simpleminded definition is also
negated, by the strong evidences of other official reports on the income distribution and the
problems of poverty or homelessness (DeNavas-Walt et al, ibid). The success story is an
illusion, or evenworse the valuable instrument for the propaganda of the strong elites.
According to my view the Greek and Korean instances belong in the few exceptions
of the different pattern of the initial conditions, the orbit of statuses in employment, and the
trends to employment’s or social polarization [Lytras 2016b, p. 135 (Chapter 2.6, Graph
2.6.2)]. Greece and Republic of Korea (S. Korea) have had the post-war era a somehow
similar and painful experience of a civil war. At the end of the harsh conditions the Korean
Peninsula has divided in two countries: the Republic of Korea in south and the North Korea
(Democratic People’s Republic of Korea). In Greece the civil war came in end, in 1949.
Greece and Republic of Korea were located, by a coincidence, in two different but extremely
sensitive territories, during the Cold War. Despite the different rhythms of their evolution the
two countries have had a remarkable economic development, during the last 60 years. The
continuous development has created the uninterrupted improvement of the standard of living
(UNDP 2010, p. 148). Both countries are distinguished by the very high level of the global
list, accordingly to the Human Development Index (HDI). The achievements of the two

societies are built on a structure of employment, which is based on the great analogy of the

own account workers and the high level of family networks’ involvement in economic
activities. The social polarization is much lesser than in the pioneer countries. The Republic of
Korea (with a population of about 50 million people) participates to the group of twenty
wealthiest countries (G20)* of the Globe and in 2010 was in 12th position between the
countries with “very high human development” (UNDP ibid, 143). Greece (with a population
of nearly 11 million people) was in 22nd position (UNDP ibid), in 2010. The two countries
confrontwith the same manner the process of modernization of employment. Year by year the
analogy of own-account workers is reduced and the employees increase (Lytras 2016b, Graph
2.6.2).

(Lytras ibid, Graph App.1.4.2, Graph App.1.4.4) All these similarities or the
deviations from the strict rules are, of course, coincidences. If we have to choose, we choose
the strong development with a high standard of well-being.

Greece has not yet any ambitious neighboring enemy and has launching to pay the
cost of its audacious and vainglorious improvement. The Republic of Korea still has a
dangerous and aggressive neighboring country, namely the N. Korea, and keeps its
developmental orbit.

The Greek capitalism: the virtues of autonomy

It is indisputable that the capitalistic relations of production dominate in Greek
Society, fully, during the decade of 1921-30, after the Asia Minor Catastrophe in 1922
(Mouzelis 1978, pp. 46-50, Moschonas 1987, p. 47, Lytras 1993, pp. 151-152). The national
integration and the explosive problem of refugees have been the accelerators of the concrete
historical evolution. The urgent character of the refugee’s issue has contributed to the fast
procedure of the agrarian reform, with the extensive distribution of land to many small owners
(Vergopoulos 1975, pp. 178-179, 198-199) until the early 30s. At the same time, the need for
work and income in the urban areas pushes mainly the refugees’ population to implement their
previous skills in small and independent craft industries. The productive efforts had found the
active aid of Greek state, which had already made new institutions for the protection of
national production. The national economy has been armed with a new framework of laws on
taxes, tariffs, and the analogous fiscal policy (Tsoulfidis 2011, pp. 21-29). The enhancement
of agriculture with the agrarian loans creates the fertile environment for the improvement of
the production, and the endurance of social structure during the strong economic adversities of
30s, but the heavy problem of agrarian debts is launched too (Vergopoulos ibid, pp. 182-186).
The imposition of capitalism, therefore, has included the small properties in its functions

2 Group of 20 (G20).
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(Vergopoulos ibid, pp. 180-181) and instead the realities in other paradigms destroyed only
the residues of the big farms (among them, the Turkish type of manor, namely the “chifliks”).

The pre-war conditions have basically characterized by the symbiosis of the small
private property and self-employment (in close relation with the phenomenon of the big
analogy of contributing family workers), and therefore the petty bourgeoisie’s strata prevailed
mainly in countryside. The above event did not give an analogous space for the concentration
of the big private property and equally the accumulation of capital in the countryside.
Meanwhile the interest of the agents of the Greek capital is historically directed to the ship-
owning and the international trade activities. The minor interference of Greek capital in the
industrial activities describes one of the major peculiarities of the economy and society, and a
cause for the slow internal procedure of social modernization. These conditions and the slow-
moving procedure of change last until the end of Greek civil war (1949). The catastrophes of
the long-time war, during 40s, destroyed many rural areas and the migration to the urban
centers or abroad became inevitable.

In 1951, the majority of population inhabits in the countryside and works on land.
Fifty years later the vast majority habits in urban areas (Hellenic Statistical Authority 2010, p.
35). Nevertheless, the correlation of property slightly has changed. The distribution of land to
so many owners and the segmentation of properties in many scattered plots of land of the same
(a single) owner permit the maintenance of private property for a long period (Lytras and
Prontzas ibid, pp. 113-124). These properties are the very basis for the Greek type of facilities
in the next phase of touristic development.

The post war social evolution is defined the reproduction, for a forty years long period
(1950-1990), of the type of the complexity of small property and self-employment in the
secondary and tertiary sectors (of course) in a smaller proportion than in agriculture. Despite
the strong trend of modernization the wage earners are a minority in employment until late 80s
(Lytras 1993, p. 189). The significant migration abroad from the early 50s to the middle 70s
(by the end of dictatorship in 1974 the trend of return prevails). The petite (or petty)
bourgeoisie’s strata prevailed within the correlations of social structure for a long period,
during the post-war era. The explanation is rather simple. The formed rural petite
bourgeoisie’s strata remained strong in percentage, but declined arithmetically. The migrants
from the countryside to major urban centers have reproduced the rural pattern of work
independency in craft industry and the several services (Lytras 2010, pp. 18-21). They have
substituted, with the independent professions and their consistent efforts, the vacuum, which
was created by the lack of remarkable large private investments. The Greek state has basically
aided, with the implementation of institutional regulations, fiscal measures, special loans, and

direct financing (Lytras ibid, pp. 165-188). The newcomers bought private properties and
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made steady the new establishments (Lytras 1993, pp. 209-214). The ‘restricted sufficiency”
has been reproduced in the new activities and in many cases the newcomers flourished. The
incomes from the private properties and the independent professions have had the continuous
improvement, despite the economic spasms or the adversities during 70s. The improvement of
the conditions of education, during the after war era, allowed to the children of middle strata to
have high scientific skills (Tsoukalas 1987, p. 98) and then to establish new independent
professions, as lawyers, doctors, engineers, or they sought a job in public services. This
procedure either reproduces further the petty bourgeoisie’s pattern or gives time and space to
the concrete groups to exploit the several opportunities, during late 70s and 80s.

During the after-dictatorship period, are noted the most remarkable events in the social
evolution. The conditions of democracy are improved, with quick procedures, the social
modernization proceeds, and the process of participation in the European Economic
Community (EEC) and the European Union (EU) is concluded by the inclusion in the Euro-
zone. All the significant indexes of economic and social dimensions are upgraded
continuously (GDP,® HDI,* housing, education, health system etc.) the thirty five years, after
1974. The interim years the economic restructures contribute to the convergence, which
regards the distribution of productive sectors, with the pioneer countries. One of the most
problematic issues is the increase of public debt, but its trend doesn’t differ much from the
comparable countries. The process of European integration tend to reduce, from middle 80s,
the protective framework for the national production and the direct state’s financing for the
small enterprises (Lytras ibid, p. 232).

The distribution of the sectors of production to the GDP expresses the absolute
enforcement of the already mighty tertiary sector. The procedure further goes on, during the
two decades of the twenty first century (Figure 2). The convergence with the developed
countries is obvious. The same process is watched on the field of employment (Figure 3). The
services dominate and the related professions prevail, by far, in the employment. Greece is not
an exception, in this factual “rule” of modern development. The delayed decline of
employment in agriculture, only, confirms the low level of productivity, along with the
endurance of thesmall ownership in the rural private properties.

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The employment’s convergence and the evolution after crisis

The employment increase from the early 80s is clear and sustainable. The concrete
procedure is combined with the inclusion of the vast majority of the newcomers in the status
of employees. The wage-earners represent the 53.24% in 1993 and they are the 64.92% in
2008 (Lytras ibid, pp. 207-209). The concrete evolution is accompanied with the continuous
reduction of the analogy of own-account workers (27.40% in 1993 and 20.40% in 2008) and
the faster decline of the percentage of contributing family workers (12.13% in 1993 and 5.87%
in 2008). It is interesting that the status of employers presents a slight upgrading spasm (from
7.23% in 1993 t0 8.32% in 2008). This fact means that the enterprises in country are small and
rather weak. A motivation for the establishment of new and small enterprises is the reality of
increase of consumption, during the preparations, the events, and the positive results of
Olympic Games (2004) in the economic climate.

We have to note a significant observation on the conditions of employment. The
analogy of own-account workers is largely reduced the period: 1993-2008. That is an
undeniable fact, but the observer must pay attention to the rest data on the general level of
employment and the new phenomenon for the society, namely the immigration mainly from
the northern neighboring countries (UNDP 2009, pp. 143, 147). In one hand the total
employment increases continuously [about 3.7 to 4.5 million workers according 1LO,°
LABORSTA (database),® or 4.6 million according ILO, ILOSTAT (database)’], and therefore
this is the basic reason for the significant reduction of the percentage of own-account workers.
In fact the reduction could be explained by the increase of the new workers who are included
as employees. In the other hand the new immigrants for several years live in the country and
work illegally. In that phase they give new opportunities to small enterprises, rural units, and
own-account workers for cheap workers. In the next phase of the legalization of the
immigration, the immigrants further broaden the lines of formal wage labor and they
contribute to the reduction of the analogy of own-account workers. The major event of that
period is the decisive decline of the contributing family workers. The total result is rather
remarkable. The own-account workers are slightly reduced. They really “skulked”
proportionally in the great increase of the total employment, which in a significant part comes
from the inflows of foreigner migrants. To some extent, several of the own-account workers

have moved (at that moment) in the status of employers.

The (ex) own-account workers (as small employers) along with the already small
entrepreneurs and some newcomers have used the advantage of the cheaper labor. The
abundance of human resources has permitted the continuous increase of profit and new hopes
were cultivated for the further fruitful adventures in the future.

The abovementioned situation bodes the broader convergence of the correlations of
statuses in employment. Only an unpredictable event could interrupt this trend. Unfortunately
a similar event has happen, namely the crisis of 2007-2008. After the explosion of crisis
everything is posed in doubt. Greece did not go officially bankrupt, but of course was so close
to the event. In 2010 its partners in EU, Euro-zone, and European Central Bank (ECB) with
the assistance of the International Monetary Fund (IMF), made a financing program for the
Greek debt. With the method of refinancing (bailout) of the Greek debt the institutional
lenders have claimed the secured returns of their funds and, at the same time, imposed an
extensive set of (so called) reforms, namely the impulsive deregulations of the national
economy and especially the deregulations in labor market (Daskalakis 2015, pp. 297-304).

The original equipment of Greek capitalism has blocked, after stopping of the bank
financing of economy, and the harsh tax confrontation of urban or rural properties by the state,

which has not any fiscal sovereignty after the imposing of memoranda. The entrepreneurial
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forces, when the crisis explodes, have changed everything in their strategy. The small
employers lay off their employees, reduce their works, and substantially many of them
“return” to their roots, namely the very space of own-account workers (Figure 6). The centre
of their strategy becomes the protection of autonomy and private property, namely their
stronger background (Lytras 2016b, pp. 88, 109).

The aftermath of this complex situation was simpler than any sophisticated thought.
The dramatic increase of unemployment rate was greater than the optimistic lenders had
estimated (Figure 7). The rate is an indication that capitalism does not work anymore. The
significant causes of the unemployment rate increase are from the one hand the self-restriction
of small unities and from the other hand the reduction of public employment.

It is still time for the fertile transformation of this type of capitalism, namely the type
of capitalism with the lower level of labor (and social) polarization, worldwide. The restriction
of the trivial economic proposals is a middle stage for the design of a new innovation for the
structure of economy and society, as long as for the expansion of production. The first is the
decision. The last is the clear social renewal by the parts of the existing reality.

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The renewal of labor structure: the “effective autonomy”

The next phase of Greek capitalism could be (or should be) the enforcement of work
autonomy.® Work autonomy is a tested, realistic, effective and successful model of labor
integration in the concrete social structure.

The problem of unemployment is the more urgent. This is the only reason we put it in
the first place of analysis. The unemployed persons could be redirected in employment with a
new type of autonomous work, via an innovative method of a simultaneously private and
public con-financing policy for combating unemployment. The unemployed persons could be
activated as autonomous workers, regardless their special skill, if there is any. The needed
funds could be found by a new kind of long term deposits (for twelve months) in common
accounts of the collaborated commercial banks. These private funds function as the initial
guarantee for the financing of employment for the unemployed persons. Concretely, the
aforementioned funds are used for the issuing of a special kind of “securities” (either typed or
digital), which are going to be the mean of activation of the autonomous workers. The
monthly withdrawals are substituted by the equal grants from the state’s budget. The public
spending is partly returnable, because the special “securities” conclude the values of taxes and

contributions to social security system. The rest of the value of the mass of “securities” (the

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major value) represents the payments of the individual consumers. Some of the interim
“securities” conclude only the consumers’ contribution. The beneficiaries using the
“securities” sell individually their services to the consumers of a region (for ten months) and
their compensation is part of the total monthly income. The local authorities of the region
coordinate the procedure. The whole process looks like a big private enterprise, in a typical
market function. There are here the stock holders, who fund the procedure, but they are not
true entrepreneurs and therefore they don’t take on any risk. Their stocks are accompanied by
remarkable but reasonable profits, by the bank interest and the yield of the program, which
foresees an extra dividend for the contributed capital holders. There are the laborers, who
work as independent professionals. Their incomes are equal to the minimum wage, in the form
of a compensation very similar to the own-account workers’ income (for ten months).
Meanwhile they pay regular taxes and contribute continuously to the social security system. At
the end of the program they receive a remarkable amount as dividend of the yields of program
(this could be recognized as the eleventh compensation of the program). There are the
consumers, who are benefited from the large variety of services at attractive prices (a
motivation for the larger consumption). The consumers definitely express their social
solidarity, but there isn’t any need to change their transactional behavior. They buy the
necessary services, cover their regular needs, and satisfy their tastes according to their moods.
This method could bring together the factors of market, which now are divided and
ineffective. The state, by the concrete policy, could achieve nearly the full employment, with
the moving of social benefits to the active enforcement of work autonomy. The public budget,
in short term, regains the major part of its spending and the promising (or sustainable) future
figures. The deposits in banks increase too, and the banks are favored by the new transactions,
services to theclients, and their commissions (Lytras 2016c).

The empowerment of work autonomy that the already own-account workers and small
employers could regain their self-confidence on their individual efforts and open again the
prospect for the future increase of employment rate, by the method of “creating just one or few
new jobs for each new or old employer”. One basic care of this analysis is the maintenance of
the already self-employed people and small employers in all the three sectors of production.
The main problems of the present time are basically the heavy taxation and the burdens of
their obligations to the social security system. In both issues they can’t fulfill their obligations.
The result for them is definitely an economic deadlock and for the public economics are the
several dozen of billions of Euros (about or over 80 billions) unpaid debts by the citizens.
These amounts are typical (or even more faux frais) obligations in the real world and could not
be fulfilled ever. The only reasonable option is the haircut of the older obligations with fast

institutional procedures and in return the modification of the public obligations to the own-
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account workers and small employers with innovative measures. An example for the
analogous measures is the haircut of the obligations to the public social security system, with
the removal of the public obligation to cover the concrete years in the pension system. If there
will be the ability for the concrete payment in any future time, the debtors would fulfill their
obligations later, in order to recover their pension rights. Meanwhile, the pension funds
recover the balances of their budget for the inflows and the spending, according the common
sense. After the release of the weaker factors of economy (between them are many of own-
account workers) by their burden, accordingly to the rule of social responsibility, they could
become the receivers of a further beneficial policy measure. The launching of the constant
collaboration with an autonomous worker for two years could help the own account workers
and the small employers (up to five employees) for the “haircut” of the tax obligations for one
of the previous years. These motivations are enough to create a new entrepreneurial recovery
and perhaps several hundred thousands of new jobs in the country. Everybody can imagine the
great returns for the public treasury and the tackle of fiscal policy. The development of
contemporary, combined and “effective autonomy” renovates the employment on a basis of
work flexibility, in a competitive context, creates decent incomes, and contributes to social
equilibrium.

The reader of this study could believe that the writer intends the return of social and
economic organization of the country in the previous and romantic eras. Such approach looks,
superficially, to have some bases, but is wrong. In contrary the proposals are based on the
contemporary transformations of production and work organization.

In Greek society, the work autonomy, a a modern phenomenon, meets an
unpredictable bridging with the latest evolutions of division of labor. The abovementioned
proposals for the decisive empowerment of work autonomy as an alternative for combating
unemployment and the future economic improvement are totally realistic and adaptable. The
reconstruction of social structure brings on the surface the only “narrative” for work

organization, which could be recognized as “post-modern”.

Conclusion

The Greek society is characterized by the major social analogy of petty bourgeoisie in
social correlations for about sixty years, during the post-war era. The petty bourgeoisie, which
is based on the self-employment and the small private property, restrains the intense of the
social polarization and the problems of poverty. The great analogy of autonomous workers
creates an economic framework, in which the “restricted sufficiency” prevails in social
conditions. Step by step, after dictatorship, the country achieved a great economic

improvement. The petty bourgeoisie’s strata did not pay the cost of development. They
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remained for years arithmetically at about the same level. They have lost proportionally their
previous position, due to the new masses of employees who have entered in employment (after
1992). Some of the members of petty bourgeoisie involved, occasionally or steadily, as
employers in the new conditions and flourished until 2008. In these conditions, the work
autonomy has developed a “decent sufficiency”. Until that period is obvious that economic
development has a second effective pattern, beside the model of pioneer countries. Greece
participates, definitely, with S. Korea in this pattern, which is indicated by the distributions of
statuses in employment, the great improvements of human development, the smaller social
polarization, and finally the much higher national wealth. These similarities either
spontaneous or constructed by a strategic center have had as result the high level of social
wellbeing, which was indisputably higher than in the pioneers, namely the strongest
economies worldwide. After the explosion of crisis the society confronts a harsh situation,
something like a necessary punishment. The economy, after the generous economic aid, has
been totally blocked, the consumption and the GDP collapsed, the enterprises laid off their
personnel in masses, and the unemployment rate approached enormous percentages. All these
events are not the symptoms of the very internal crisis, but the outflow of the imposed policy,
by the ad hoc memoranda. Six years after the first attempt, we can make a small report: The
absolute fail of the imposed policies gives to the country a pessimistic perspective. The
already results bode a harsh and turbulent future for the society, without a visible end. The
condition looks like a continuous nightmare.

The proposal, which is noticed in the lines of this paper, includes two main measures
in a common direction, namely the supporting of the autonomous work. The first is an
innovative and radical method for combating the massive unemployment, through the
combination of private and public financing, and the activation of unemployed persons with
the form of autonomous workers. The second regards the partly haircut of the debts to the
public treasury of own-account workers and some small employers, in order to absorb a
proportion of unemployed persons for two years. In any case these proposals are only the
indicative presentation of the proper choices, which could immediately produce an economic
and social recovery. The proposals recall evidences and pieces from the social realities and
functions. They build on the existing economic foundations and reflect the basic lines of social
culture. The futuresociety represents the “sufficient autonomy”.

Despite any initial or false impression, the aforementioned approach does not look
backward. In contrary, it gleans the most recent evolutions and fertile events of productive and
work organization, worldwide. The analysis shows the proper modifications for the suitable
options. This is a realistic method for the country. Greece could improve its economic

performance, with the analogous surpluses, and pay totally and decently back its debts. The
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same proposal is compatible with the active trend of work flexibility. The cautious transfer of
the same choice to the more advanced countries could make the broad youth unemployment a

distant memory and the social conditions of non-privileged people livable or even acceptable.

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Abstract
This article regards the organization a research-focused postgraduate lesson. The subject
of the lesson is on employment structure and unemployment. The research examines the
characteristics and the effectiveness either of the most known models either new
innovative proposals for combating unemployment. Theoretical models from the past
have as main aim the full employment. The newer models regard the restrictions of the
fiscal policy, but the reduction of unemployment or the aim of full employment has minor
meaning. After crisis of 2007-8 there was an explosive increase of unemployment in some
countries, while they have not the capability of using the proper tools for the effective
combating unemployment. A new proposal has been presented for combating
unemployment recently. The innovative interference regards both the method of the
funding the procedure and the type of employment of the unemployed people. During the
research implementation, the students have used the empirical data, and elaborated
comparatively, with the tools of the different theoretical models, on the target of full
employment for the selected countries. The results show that the serious social issue
could, definitely, be eliminated and there are the people who have the scientific skills for
the resolution of crucial problems of employment.

The subject of the article

This elaboration has as a subject the organization of a postgraduate lesson on research
basis. The content of the lesson has been focused on the resolution of the crucial problem
of unemployment. The aim of the teaching approach was the proper preparation of
students for tackling the unemployment rate, using an effective method from the pool
either of the well known suggestions either of the innovative models for combating
unemployment. This approach gives the opportunity for the academic study of the
theoretical debate, while calls the students to have the experience of practical test of the
consequences of implementation (under hypothetical conditions) of the different models.
The design of the lesson gives to the students the pathway to, strongly, understanding the
structure and the operation of the labor market, along with the preconditions and the
limitations for employability. During the research implementation, the students have used
the statistical data from international organizations, and elaborated comparatively, with
the tools of the different models, the target of full employment for the selected countries.
Their obligation, as a working team, was to deliver a collective volume, which has the
form of a report. According to my view the procedure has achieved its targets. The team
working produced a quasi-research group, very well, theoretically and empirically,
informed on the field of employment, and capable to make the diagnosis of the problem of
unemployment for each modern country, while it could manage the design of alternative
models (with the empirical dimensions) for the effective combating unemployment. After
the above experience, they could or even would work immediately on the treating this
serious issue and maybe on any relevant too.

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Unemployment has had a heavy increase after the explosion of crisis (2007-8). The
relative rate has had an enormous upward moving for several years (about five) in the
countries with serious fiscal problems (between them are the following countries: Greece,
Italy, Portugal, and Spain). Some of them have confronted the implementation of
memoranda of fiscal policy (e.g. Greece and Portugal) and the rate remained at very high
point for longer duration (Graph 1). Spain has not the torture of a memorandum of fiscal
policy, but its unemployment rate is relevant to the Greek rate (Lytras, 2017).

The orbit of the crisis has been remarked by some special events on the policy for
combating unemployment. In USA and Japan the answer to the pressure of the
unemployment was the increase of the public funding of economy (Lytras, ibid) via the
impressive increase of their already large public debt (in Japan the enormous debt is now
even larger). This move has undoubtedly contributed to a very significant reduction in
unemployment and then to its tolerable restraint for the two societies. In European Union
and especially in Euro-zone the choice was the stability of the single currency and,
therefore, the austerity. The difference of the impacts of both policies is obvious.
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The aforementioned differences put the restrictions for the future policy especially
in Europe under the conditions of single currency. The invention of an alternative policy
is an absolute necessity.

The background and new choices for combating unemployment
The necessity to control the growth of unemployment and the reduction of the relevant
rate, after the crisis of 1929-30, has created the motivation of the Keynesian “therapy”.
The well known model is based on enhanced aggregate demand. The prerequisite of the
method is the state interference, with all the instruments of fiscal and monetary policy, in
economy [Keynes 2007 (1936)]. The target is the restoration of market arrhythmias, after
the strong public funding of economy. The Keynesian model has achieved its target in the
USA, during 1930’s. The state has increased the public expenses and the rate of
unemployment has been reduced (Baran, Sweezy, 1968, 146, 232-233) to a tolerable
percentage.

In Europe, during the after war period, a similar to Keynesian model, which has
been invented basically by W. Beveridge (1942a; 1942b), has been implemented. The
state’s interference has the form of a wide net of social protection and supporting (e.g.
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national health system, social security system, public education system, many benefits
policies for the unemployed and the poor people). The W. Beveridge’s model is
accompanied by the aim of full employment (Beveridge, 1944, 10-12), which has been a
reality for at least two decades. The intervention of the state in this method of policy has
as a prerequisite the establishment of large public structures, along with their necessary
personnel. The heavy cost of these structures is paid by the tax system, which is a
significant economic burden of modern citizens (Galbraith, 1993, 182-183).

The supporters of the neoclassical economic approach and the neoliberal political
parties have posed negative arguments against the prerequisites of both the
aforementioned models, during the period of fatigue (Hayek 2009; 2011; Friedman 2002).
According to the new and prevailed theoretical and political trend, the tackling of
unemployment follows the general logic on competition, with the enhancement of the
competitiveness of labor. The supporters of neoliberals’ approach have the estimation that
the increase of wage-earners' levels would be formed by the extension of
entrepreneurship. The aim for extensive social cuts reduces the grants for employment’s
supporting and benefits of the poor people. The "lower or basic guaranteed income™, with
the form “negative income tax” (NIT), is the alternative scheme of social policy, which
would replace all the previous benefits (Friedman, ibid, 192-195).

The proposal of “state as employer of last resort” (ELR) [Minsky, 2008 (1986)]
expresses the belief that the state could employ the major part of the unemployed persons,
during the difficult periods of high rate of unemployment. The wage of the new
employees in public institutions is the same with the regular basic salary. Minsky suggests
the public funding of the relevant programs, either with the supply of additional currency
mass in the system either with the issuing new public bonds. The state must have full
sovereignty in the control of monetary and fiscal policy. In H.P. Minsky’s approach, the
required currency mass is a small percentage of GDP. This model of policy has been used
in Argentina the period of crisis and achieved the restoration of the rate of unemployment
to tolerable levels (Tcherneva 2012, 6-12).

The “workfare” (welfare-to-work) policy has been politically supported by the B.
Clinton’s administration and has the dynamic for the revision of the welfare state. This
method of social supporting is partly based on M. Friedman’s idea for the “negative
income tax” and definitely imposes obligations for the beneficiaries to deliver cheap wage
labor as a rather counterweight for their benefits. The relevant law [Personal
Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act (PRWORA), 1996] and the new
program of social support [Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF)] (Patterson
2012) is a synthesis of a general social program of the new age and a practical framework
for combating unemployment (Béland, Vergniolle de Chantal, Waddan 2002, 25). The
analogous to the “workfare” (welfare-to-work) policy has been implemented in United
Kingdom too. The general plan was a set of smaller interferences for various groups of
the population. This scheme of policy actions has had a contribution in tackling the
problems of unemployment of younger age categories of the population through flexible
forms of work. The dissemination, then after, of part-time employment is absolutely clear
(Van Reenen 2004; Zaidi 2009).

Anew proposal has presented by A.N. Lytras (2016; 2017a) in two different texts.
The very meaning of the proposition (Reconciliation of the Holders of Stock with
Employment and New Activation in the Regions-Re.Ho.StE.N.A.R) is the formation a
future network, which is similar to a big and regular private enterprise, in the regions of a
modern state, with public supporting. There are two major innovations. First, the stock
holders do not risk their capitals in a personal economic adventure, but they invest their
capitals to a common deposit for a year time in commercial banks. They would receive a
valuable (and competitive) profit (through the interest rate) and the yields of the program.
The deposits are going to be used, as the guarantee for the issuing of coupons, which are
partly composed by the deposited capitals. The other part is the value of coupon which is
going to be paid by the citizens/consumers for the delivery of services they could buy at
low prices by the beneficiaries of the program. Second, the beneficiaries of the program
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(from the official pool of the unemployed persons) do not work as wage-earners. They
participate as autonomous workers (freelancers or own-account workers). They are going
to be paid at the end of each month after the delivery of their personal services to
consumers, for a ten months period. In this program the state adds with the equivalent of
the withdrawals, each month, but these grants are mostly returnable, because the coupons
conclude the relevant taxes and the contributions to the social security system. It is
remarkable that the cooperatives and the already own-account workers could cooperate
with the beneficiaries of the program. The local authorities have the official responsibility
for running the regional programs. This is definitely an expression of social solidarity, but
does not require a change of the everyday transactional behavior. This attempt unifies the
elements of entrepreneurship, in a way of effective co-operation, when they are divided
and ineffective (Lytras 2016).

The design of research

During the first informative sessions the students have taken the framework of
bibliography of the lesson, the design of their team-study and the characteristics of the
research for the full semester. In this procedure they took analytical data files (digitals)
from recognized institutions. The employment and unemployment data which regard
France, Germany, Greece, Japan, Italy, Netherlands, Spain, and Portugal, have as a source
the International Labor Organization’s (ILO 2016) Databases and Estimations. The GDP’s
(Gross Domestic Product) data have as a source the International Monetary Fund’s (IMF
2017) Databases. The subject of the research was the next: The achievement of the full
employment of unemployed people, in 2016, using the different theoretical models (for
the aforementioned countries). The dimensions of the elaboration were the following: the
number of the necessary positions of workers either in public structures or institutions
either in private enterprises, the number of the needed enterprises for the full absorption of
national unemployment, the cost of the national programs (with the same cost per worker:
600 USD) for the remuneration of beneficiaries, the operational cost of their activation
(200 USD per worker), the total budget for each country, and its analogy (%) of GDP and
actual public expenses.

The students made a group study of the alternative theoretical models and
prepared their personal contributions on the national case-studies. The procedure has
walked normally the demanding path and at the end the research-group, has made the
collective and the personal presentations in the plenum, the two last weeks of the
semester. The discussion was very constructive. The elaboration has been concluded, with
the delivery of a collective volume, which includes both the cooperative theoretical
review and the personal contributions. In my opinion the conclusions are cautious, with
critical comments and, therefore, useful for every reader. We expose then some of the
main results of their effort.

Findings and results

We can point out that the research certifies the adequacy and effectiveness of the most
known applied models, even those of the rather far past. In fact, their non-implementation
today, as if they are not useful, is due to the “concern” of modern policy-makers, with
their analogous results to the institutions’ official opinion, to deprive any potential
governmental intervention from, almost, all financial instruments and technical tools,
which are necessary for the demonstration of the effectiveness of the aforementioned
models for combating unemployment.
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Effective combating unemployment, with methods that have been created in the
past, is therefore a perceptible and present reality in modern times too. Based on past
events, we considered that we should not adopt the most recent and perhaps more
innovative policy proposals with ease, since the countries in question are not distinguished
from very high and uncontrolled unemployment. Since these countries can handle the
tested tools, they can simply use them without being submitted to institutional or
administrative tests and other “expenses” (like the waste of time). Innovative options and
proposals are the alternative for countries with an “explosive” and uncontrolled increase
in the unemployment rate, while it is impossible for them to manage creatively the known
means of exercising fiscal policy (e.g. the devaluing the currency, the increasing the
inflation, and the increasing of public debt with the cautious managing the deficit of the
state budget, etc.).

In fact, the research suggests that an effective fight against unemployment by the
modern state is entirely feasible, with relatively limited public financing requirements for
the economy and society (Graph 2). It is evident from the analyses and comparisons that,
even in the most difficult cases, there are satisfactory alternatives, with the even more
limited state expenses for unemployment programs. In these alternatives there are the
possibilities for interventions with phases and thus for managing a corresponding fraction
or analogy of (annual) public expenses (Graph 3).

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Conclusions

This article presents the procedure and the results of the research elaboration of alternative
models for combating unemployment, in selected countries, within a postgraduate lesson.
It is a culmination of the postgraduate course: Social Structure and Work, within Master’s
Program of the Department of Sociology at Panteion University (Athens). The attempt has
created collective and individual experiences on one of the most complex issues of the
modern employment. The effort has enhanced collaboration and team efficiency in
studying and managing important theoretical approaches, combined with the use of
available measurements for employment, unemployment, GDP and government budgets
of the countries, which are under consideration.

This collective procedure is inspired by the intent of linking postgraduate
education and research and forms a useful franework of comparative investigations that
could be useful for policy making. Interestingly, these processes, coming from the policy
analysis framework, have high abstraction requirements. In their reader, however, they are
likely to give the impression of a strong moment of empiricism. It is, however,
problematic to highlight only on the one side of these aspects. In fact and on the one hand,
the project is an intellectual test of theoretical models, in order to make their proposals
and their components clear during implementation. The purpose of their further
elaboration is to construct a research step, which is used in order to combat
unemployment effectively. On the other hand, the empirical management of data,
processes and quasi-forecasts is intended to help the clarity of the practical limits of the
theoretical perceptions on the issue and therefore to make clear the cost, the sources of the
funds and the capability, for the inclusion of the unemployed persons in the employment.
The analysis as awhole has not target the examination (thoroughly) of the causes of the
very serious labor phenomenon and to identify the economic components of the problem.
As a political analysis in the context of sociological approach, the whole analysis aims to
clarify, in a coherent and technically viable way, the process and conditions for the
immediate absorption of the unemployed persons during the periods of the very large
increase of the relative rate.

According to the comments on the results, in some cases, the combination of the
well-known and workable methods of addressing the difficult labor and social issue and of
the innovative models for combating unemployment can multiply the capacity to prevent
uncontrolled and unpredictable economic phenomena, owing to the rapid growth of the
relevant index and its preservation, albeit temporarily, at high levels. Let us explain, with
two examples, the synergy of both, namely the known forms of government intervention
and the proposal for the leverage of private and public funding: At a time when the
unemployment rate moves to tolerable levels (e.g. between five and eight per cent of the
labor force), government intervention is stepped up or curtailed with a target to squeeze
the rate to the level of 3% of the labor force. At this stage, a parallel program is being
created for vulnerable groups of the working population, such as young people who are
interested in entering the labor market for the first time and women suffering from the
market fluctuations and the frequent adventures of unemployment. With this combination,
both the variance of the rate in general and the individual problems of the categories of
workers could be addressed.

During the periods of unusual, unpredictable and uncontrollable developments in
the economy and employment in the same countries, the innovative method for combating
unemployment may take on the position of the first choice, as in that momentum the
public revenues necessarily being decreased. It is more logical, at that moment, to use
private funds (with a motivation their profitability) for financing (at least in the first step)
of programs for tackling the rising unemployment, with less supporting from public
spending (the state budget cannot afford the economic burdening).

In my view, the whole process has delivered to the students a high level of
understanding about the perception of various forms of feasible policy. In addition, their
experience in research project has contributed to the development of empirical and, in
some way, technical skills for the managing of any relevant topic within the actual
conditions in employment. These skills are useful for any national and international
institution for the employment and social structure. There isn’t any doubt that the new
skills are related with the creative and critical thinking; this is the proper mixture for the
modern policy making.

| understand, of course, the approaches of INMEKO for the conditions and
trends in employment. The main approach of INMEKO is that employment
and especially wage employment is at a “dead end” in the present harsh
situation. The only way out, according this view, is the alteration of the
individual and the social strategy, for the work inclusion. The development
of social economy is the, absolutely, only option for the absorption of
unemployed people in employment. Beyond the special arguments of
INMEKO, we could recognize some of the realities, which can enforce the
claim for an alternative on the creation dissent jobs and incomes, within
the environment of a broader social economy in modern society.

1 Insurmountable problems for the absorption of wage earners in
employment

We could glean, at least, four insurmountable problems (as burdens),
within employment in modern advanced countries, for a further dynamic
absorption of wage earners. We are going to watch briefly these problems.

1.1 The first problem: The reduction of enterprises with
employees

The first problem is the steady reduction of enterprises with employees,
worldwide. The door of the right for an entrepreneurial career is closed for
the majority of young people, too. The startups pull over few steps after
their launching very close to or only on the limit of own-account workers,
within modern economy. The procedure is very long (by a time view) and
looks like an unchangeable one. How can we make enough jobs for young
people (if we make the exception of state’s institutions, too)?

The next two graphs demonstrate the current (the two decades of the 21st
century) situation in the basic core of entrepreneurship, according the
relative data from OECD.

We observe a clear decrease of the number of enterprises with employees,
within the previous comparison, worldwide. There is only one exception,
namely the case of UK, to the above global trend. The ratio, namely the
number (it includes UK, too) of enterprises with employees per million
inhabitants is extremely low, in the western world (with the exception of
Greece in this field of comparison). The field of profitable enterprises is not
exactly the optimistic “place” for the development of productive creativity,
in the near future of the western world. The profitable private enterprises
cannot guarantee the necessary increase of employment, in short term. In
long term “we are all dead”.

1.2 The second problem: The small percentage of employers

The second problem is a close relative of the first problem and regards the
continuous reduction of numbers and percentages of employers (of
course) for a long term, too. The strong beliefs to the potential of
entrepreneurship are crashing on this reality of economic conditions and
the situations of employment. Here, we are going to show the data from
ILO (ILOSTAT, Database).

Employers’ analogies (%) suffer under a harsh pressure. The employers
represent an extremely low percentage of employment and there isn’t any
real exception to this indication. The small group of employers has had
and has, during the present period, the same trend of decrease. We have
to pay a special attention to the cases of UK, Japan and USA: a) The
employers in UK, after a rather long period of steady decrease, represent,
the last years before the Covid19’s crisis, a percentage of just 2,06%
(2018); b) The employers in Japan, after a period of decrease, represent,
the last years before the Covid19’s crisis, a percentage of just 1,92%
(2018); c) The sum of employers and own account workers (the model of
the collection of data is a special choice of the administration) in USA,
after a much longer (than in the other two previous cases) period of
decrease, represents a total percentage of 6,22%. We can probably
assume that the special percentage of employers in USA moves among
1,92% (Japan) and 2,06% (UK). This is, of course and definitely, a
hypothesis. There isn’t any real opportunity for young people to participate
in entrepreneurship. The previous generation has closed that luxurious
door.

1.3 The third problem: The employees (wage earners) touch the
ceiling

We learn many myths around the fate of human labour (the most common
is the next: technology and automation are going to reduce the need for
human work and then for wage labour). The only confirmed side of those
known myths is the already fullness of employment, in some of the
advanced countries. It is, definitely, metaphysical the using of more human
labour in a pool (the status of employees which covers the extremely big
majority of employment) which is already or nearly full.

In the next graph, we can see the long trends of wage labour in a global
scale. The employees (the wage earners) touch, definitely, the ceiling of
absorption in employment, in all the advanced western countries. The
percentages of employees are close to, or over of, 85% of the total
employment, in the wealthier countries. In the more privileged of them
(France, Germany, Japan) are very close to, or over of, 90%. In USA, the
same percentage touches the 94% (93,74%).The other countries follow

rapidly the trend of pioneers. There aren’t any real opportunities, as a
general phenomenon, in the advanced countries, for good and high wage
jobs. The only opportunity there is for flexible (part-time) and low wage
jobs. The proper candidates are the unskilled (or semi-skilled) people,
without any experience (or with a little experience). There is a selective
opportunity for an extremely (then it makes no sense for the work force)
small minority for a minor number of prominent jobs. The competition for
them is absolutely hard.

1.4 The forth problem: The unemployment

Unemployment is one of the most painful problems of our age. For some
countries (Greece, Spain, Italy, and Portugal) is even more an indication of
malfunction of capitalism. For some certain reasons (it is not the right time
to discuss them now) the resolutions and especially the fiscal choices of
the responsible institutions of monetary policy, in Euro zone, were worse
than the problem itself. The choices for the deflation, in these countries,
have made large unemployment unavoidable.

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Unemployment and unemployment rate is definitely a cyclical
phenomenon of labour force, during the middle time term. Unemployment
and Inflation have an absolutely reverse relationship. During the phases of
“controlled inflation” (by fiscal policy), a relative larger inflation contributes
to a relative shorter rate of unemployment (see, Appendix 1).
Unemployment rate, in countries with serious fiscal problems is much
larger and continuous, in the long run. There is a serious delay after the
new phase of economic development for the real decrease of
unemployment rate. The unemployment of the young people (15-24 years
old) is larger or much larger than the national annual unemployment rate, in
every country. The difference is huge. The women’s unemployment rate in
advanced countries is usually smaller than the national annual
unemployment rate and the men’s unemployment rate. In Greece, Italy and
Portugal we observe the reverse phenomenon: Women’s unemployment
rate is larger or much larger.

2 A radical solution for combating unemployment

2.1 Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R

There are some publications (Lytras 2016; 2017; 2020) recently on a
radical program for combating unemployment. The program is named
Reconciliation of the Holding of Stock with the Employment and New
Activation in Regions (Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R.).

The aforementioned program is radical and has many innovations, but
there are intellectual loans from the known policies of the past [the J.M.
Keynes’s model, the model of Employer of Last Resort (H.P. Minsky), and
the workfare (welfare-to-work) system [(Personal Responsibility and Work
Opportunity Reconciliation Act - PRWORA - Temporary Assistance to
Needy Families -TANF)]. The J.M. Keynes’s model contributes by two ways
in this proposition. The first element regards the role of aggregate demand
for combating unemployment and the creation of jobs. In the new proposal
the concrete attempt is based on the creation of jobs and the sureness of
the further mobilization by the incomes, which are expected to be created,
for the necessary development. The second element is the conception of
the single and coordinated method of financing of the policy for combating
unemployment. The state and the specialized public institutions, in our
proposition, have the power and the means to co-finance and coordinate
the future policy, in a new form of combination between private and public
sector. The model of Employer of Last Resort (H.P. Minsky) gives the idea
of a single mechanism of intervention for effective combating
unemployment and a framework of the total amounts of needed funds for
this policy, while it has the guarantee of an achievement in the case of
Argentina. The proposed policy respects the above characteristics, but
rearranges the problem of public funding, with a new synthesis. We repeat
that the needed capitals are in a major part private and in minimal part
public grants. Therefore, there is no need for using the typical fiscal tools
for the extensive public funding of the process. Meanwhile, the state is not
the future employer of last resort, but a useful coordinator from the first to
the last minute. The workfare (welfare-to-work) system contributes equally
to the conception of the proposal.
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The synthesis of benefits with the obligation of work gave to our critical
perception. In fact the concrete model gave some useful limits for the
content of the difficult solutions, in a society and a political system, with
negative correlations and strict doubts to any expensive measure and any
tolerance to “laziness” of the beneficiaries by public policies. Additionally,
the regional organization of the implementation of the system with
flexibility directs the proposed alternative policy. We have to accept, that
the title of program has its origins from the name of the B. Clinton’s
Program [(Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation
Act - PRWORA) - (Temporary Assistance to Needy Families -TANF)].

In Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R., the new type of workers, the autonomous workers
(from the official pool of the unemployed people), with the addition of a
security/coupon (which serves as an instrument of the procedure), are paid
partly by the capital, and partly by the consumer of services (in a serial of
repetitive actions with different mixtures of payment). The workers of a
new type offer their paid services (specialized or unskilled), with the sole
remuneration an analogy of the value, which is included in the
aforementioned security. The security includes the relative tax and the
contributions to the social security system.

The initial financing belongs to the holders of capital. Their economic
interest contributes, without any business risk, to the participation in the
program. The holders of the stock are selected following a call for
proposals. The holders of the stock deposit for twelve months their capital
in a common account of the commercial banks. They are the initial
financiers of the project. For this financing they are entitled to the agreed
special rate of bank interest, under which they collect the respective
amount from the banks at the end of the contractual period and the agreed
dividend from the yields of the program process, in ten months (after a
twelve months period).

The nation-state and EU co-finance with the monthly replacement of the
withdrawals of deposited capitals, which fund (initially but partly) the
aforementioned securities. Practically, the total public financing is equal to
the value of the deposited capital, during the period of the program. This
total value of public grants and therefore public spending is partly
returnable. The value of taxes and contributions to the social security
system replaces the major part of public spending.

The consumers are the basic financiers of the program, because they
contribute with the major part of its budget. Consumers are benefited from
this process and enjoy a large variety of services. They buy these services
with great flexibility depending on their needs or their tastes. The purchase
of services from the program is clearly for the consumers an act of social
and community solidarity. But the trend for solidarity synergizes with the
active and realistic economic relationship, namely without claiming the
complete change of economic behaviour. The drive to solidarity, through
the regular market behaviour, alters the social and community solidarity in
an economically effective reality.

The program: Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R. is simple and feasible in every
country, with a free-market economy. It is possible, that its economic plan
looks extremely optimistic, but there are all the indications for a realistic
implementation. Take a look at the next two Graphs. The first regards the
countries, with low income. The second regards the countries with high
income.

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We need only the logical choice, the strong political decision and the day
to day efforts in every different country. It is a difficult attempt, like any
serious action, in modern world, but we definitely can do it. The first result
is a positive shock in employment (with the fast and effective reduction of
unemployment rate), as well as in the incomes creation and their
distribution. The second future result will be the “lack” of unemployed
people for the enterprises in function. The third future result will be the
increase of wages of the already wage earners. The forth future result is
the limitation (implementation with fewer beneficiaries) of
Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R., as an organized answer to the unavoidable pressure for
the increase of inflation. At that time, of course, unemployment will be an
absolutely resolved problem.

2.2 Autonomous workers for boosting co-operatives

The development of Social Economy is the INMEKO’s (Institute for the
Studies of the Social Economy) crucial target, within the European Union
and the Euro zone. My analysis respects the target of INMEKO and

elaborates the synergy of the program Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R., with our
common target for the enhancement of co-operatives.

2.2.1 Selective Affinities

The autonomous workers (of the previous program) are very similar to the
own-account workers (according to the definition of ILO). The members of
co-operatives are, definitely, own-account workers (according to the
definition of ILO). The similarity of both the statuses, the beneficiaries of
the program for combating unemployment and the members of co-
operatives is obvious and compatible. The rather lower cost of the
beneficiaries creates the potential for the special using of their (possibly)
collective force, in the different kinds of co-operatives (producers’ co-
operatives, consumers’ co-operatives, co-operative banks, mutual social
security funds, communities for the production of energy etc.). The co-
operatives, then, are going to have the role of some of the consumers,
during the activation of Re.Ho.St.E.N.A.R.

2.2.2 Aspirations and Synergies

The using of work of the beneficiaries reduces the labour cost of co-
operatives, without the creation of any permanent commitment. The co-
operatives enhance their activities and economic results, during the
employment of the beneficiaries. The beneficiaries learn to produce
collectively, while they are autonomous workers. The autonomous workers
could have, additionally to the necessary professional experience, the
experience to make businesses in a field of legal entrepreneurship, with
democratic organization and social care for the community. The
enforcement of the co-operatives, by this method, enriches the
entrepreneurship, while the profitable enterprises have not the proper
number and analogy for the absorption of unemployed people, in the
modern society.

2.2.3 Targets of the action

The using of work of the beneficiaries helps the expansion of own-account
workers as a part of labour force in co-operatives. They are very similar to
the owners of co-operatives. A new culture of labour’s cooperation can be
born. The co-operatives with the cheaper and available work could expand
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economies. According to our projections, a percentage near to 15%, in
five years term, to 22%, in 8 years term, and finally to 25% of the GDP is
achievable (within a ten years time term). Under the abovementioned
conditions, the absorption of unemployment could be more close to the
needs of local and national society, and immediate. | am confident that the
combination of the certain method for combating unemployment and the
enhancement of co-operatives, in free-market societies, can make
unemployment a problem of the past.
