The fall of the Berlin Wall during the night from 9 to 10 November 1989 symbolised the
end of an era for the whole world. For the Germans, the very long post-war period had
come to an end. Families and friends were reunited at last, after twenty-eight years of
forced separation. While the suddenness of the event took everyone by surprise, GDR
citizens had already been demonstrating in the streets to demand political and
economic changes for several months. Opposed to the glasnost and perestroika
reforms launched a few years earlier in the Soviet Union and unable to curb the fresh
exodus of its population to the West, the East German Government was now hanging
by a thread.

The chemist and physicist Marie Curie (1867-1934), née Maria Sktodowska, is
remembered today for her discovery of polonium and radium, and her pioneering
research on radioactivity.
